January 2012  

Approved 2012 Budget for John Wesley UMC  
In its regular December meeting the Administrative 
Council approved a budget for operation and  
ministry of our church for 2012.  The budget had 
been prayerfully considered and prepared by the 
Finance Committee prior to its presentation.  The 
Finance Committee evaluated the pledges made 
by congregants (a total of 223 pledges amounting 
to $750,914.00) and other contribution factors to 
settle on an amount that seemed reasonable.  
They then evaluated the amounts requested by 
the various work and ministry areas of the churchôs 
life and made painful but reasonable cuts in those 
requests.  The initial requested amount totaled 
$1,026,885.  That was trimmed down by $31,885 
leaving a total of $995,000.  In the chart you can 
see how that is distributed to the various areas of 
the life of the church.  This budget is a slight  
increase over the 2011 budget.  It is believed that 
this is a reasonable budget based on the pledges 
and the historic generosity of the members of this 
congregation.  The Stewardship Committee, The 
Finance Committee, and the Administrative  
Council thank you for your support of the life and 
ministry of John Wesley United Methodist Church 
in the past and look forward to the work of the 
kingdom of God that this budget makes possible.  
A line item budget will be printed and located on 
the counter in the Church Office if you would like 
to see that detailed budget.
